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The season of Lent begins with the Imposition of Ashes on Ash Wednesday, 
February 17, 2010. 
 

It is interesting to me that during the season of Lent many people will resolve 
to deny themselves something for Lent that isn’t very good for them in the first 
place: smoking, high calorie desserts, swearing, etc. This practice of denial be-
gan centuries ago in the church as a means of disciplining oneself to be more 
centered upon the suffering and crucifixion of Jesus Christ for our sakes. Pri-
marily, they might deny themselves food or drink as a fast for praying or medi-
tation. They might also have denied themselves the purchase of something in 
order to place that money in the alms box for the poor. In other words, giving 
something up for Lent had a real sacrificial element that would also benefit 
someone who was less fortunate than themselves. 
 

To me, the Lenten disciplines should involve our reflecting upon the life and 
deeds of Christ and his call for us to follow his way to the cross. Among 
Christ’s own practices were daily prayer, reflecting upon the words of the To-
rah (scripture), responding to the hurts and needs of society, enjoying the com-
pany and fellowship of his disciples and friends, and worshiping on the Sab-
bath (whether it be in a synagogue or out on a lake or hillside with his follow-
ers). If we are going to deny ourselves something for Lent, why not make it 
something that we will truly miss during this time, yet which will also be of 
benefit to someone else who might have to do without? Would this not truly be 
more in keeping with the life and ministry of Christ? 
 

Our Grace family will have many opportunities to worship and fellowship to-
gether during the season of Lent (the imposition of ashes on Ash Wednesday, 
our mid-week Lenten dinners and worship services, Thursday morning wor-
ship and Bible Study, the observance of Holy Week) – all which are a mean-
ingful and vital way to prepare our hearts and minds for the observance of 
Christ’s crucifixion and resurrection. I certainly hope that each of you plan to 
participate in these congregational observances.  You will find a full schedule 
of worship services and events elsewhere in this newsletter.

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I would also encourage you to consider ways in which your own household can observe the forty days of 
Lent. Consider setting up your own home altar with an open Bible, cross and candles; plan a daily devo-
tional time; have an alms box in which money can be placed for world hunger or a worthwhile local charity. 
See how many other ways you can find to observe this upcoming season of Lent, and please share them 
with the congregation. I also encourage you to make use of the “Taking Faith Home” sheets that are at-
tached to your weekly “Letter of Grace.” 
 

I truly believe that by fully participating in the Lenten disciplines within our church family and in our own 
homes, we can more completely experience the impact of the Forty Days of Lent. We will also, I believe, 
have a greater understanding of the significance of the Resurrection of our Lord.

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The People Called the Bread Manna 
 

Each one gathered as much as he needed.  Then Moses said to them “No one is to keep 
any of it until morning.”  However, some of them paid no attention to Moses; they kept 
part of it until morning, but it was full of maggots and began to smell.  Exodus 16:19-20. 
 

This Christmas Eve I celebrated Christ’s coming with my father, my sister and her family at their home congregation of 
Old Saint Paul’s Lutheran Church in Newton, NC.  I always enjoy worshipping there.  The people there are warm, wel-
coming, and full of southern charm.  They are also obviously proud of their long Lutheran heritage.  The congregation 
was started by German immigrants in 1757, making it one of the oldest Lutheran congregations in that part of the state. 
While worshipping in a modern structure, the members still maintain the congregation’s historic second church, built in 
1808, opening it for guided tours from spring through fall.  The adjacent cemetery contains the graves of North Carolina 
patriots who served in the Revolutionary and Civil Wars.  Although I’ve never been a member there, Old Saint Paul’s 
has a special place in my heart. 
 
In conversation with my sister, I learned that Old Saint Paul’s, in response to the ELCA’s decisions at last August’s 
Churchwide Assembly, has elected not to provide benevolence to the North Carolina Synod, at least for the time being, 
but to put it in the bank. The final decision on what do with the money is to be made at a later date. 
 
I wonder how many of the almost 13,400 other congregations of the ELCA have decided to withhold benevolence in 
order “to make a statement” and how such actions will impact the mission to which God’s people are called.  And I won-
der if these congregations realize how their actions affect the lives of others in profound and concrete ways.  If many 
congregations withhold benevolence, the synod will undoubtedly find it necessary to let go employees dedicated to 
starting new congregations and nurturing those that are struggling.  In fact, the ELCA has already cut the equivalent of 
40.75 full-time equivalent churchwide staff positions for 2010. Withholding of benevolence could result in cuts to schol-
arships for seminary students and to funding for Lutheran colleges such as Lenoir Rhyne.  It could be necessary for the 
synod and the ELCA to diminish or curtail programs responding to poverty, hunger, disease, violence, and disaster in 
North Carolina and around the world.  Without the consistent support of benevolence from Lutheran congregations, 
which missionaries will be called home from their work in faraway places? 
 
It’s important that we don’t turn our backs on God’s mission beyond the walls of Grace, but continue to meet our be-
nevolence commitment to the synod. Since benevolence is not a part of our regular 2010 church budget, we are chal-
lenged to provide our congregation’s benevolence through special designated offerings.  To give beyond our pledged 
amount will be difficult for many of us.  We should be confident that just as God provided manna to the Israelites, He 
promises to sustain us today and will grant us what we need for tomorrow when that day comes.  His expectation is that 
we will faithfully and gratefully share His gifts God when the need is great, not store them away for a future time that we 
think is right. 
 
We can pray: Heavenly Father, help me to realize that you have provided all that I need. Let me grow in faith that frees 
me from worry about tomorrow and gives me the courage to share your gifts boldly.  Use my money in combination with 
that of others to do remarkable things for people here and around the world.  In Jesus Name, Amen.
