“To seek the fullness of life 
in Christ for all people.”  
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In my November pastoral letter I commented that the themes of renewal and disciple-
ship are going to be prominent themes for the leadership and the congregation in the 
year 2010. If that comment left you wondering a bit, I would like to expand on it as 
we begin this new year. 
 
At its November meeting the Congregation Council accepted, as a guide for ministry, 
the five purposes of the Church: Discipleship (educate and equip God’s people for 
ministry); Worship (to hear God’s Word and share in our Lord’s Supper); Evangelism 
(communicating God’s Word to others); Fellowship (incorporating God’s people into 
being part of the congregational family); Ministry (serving all people in response to 
God’s love). Our intention is to utilize these five purposes as a way to more com-
pletely involve our church family in purposeful ministry, both in the congregation and 
in the community. We will use our Council Retreat in January as a springboard for 
planning, developing and implementing this process. As with the congregational ini-
tiatives and the Four Key process, we will be seeking your input and involvement 
(probably in early spring of 2010). Actually, what we have learned from both the ini-
tiatives and Four Key studies will easily be incorporated into our ministry planning. 
 
I am excited about the possibilities that this guide for ministry offers for our continu-
ing journey of renewal and discipleship at Grace. A perfect way to initiate this journey 
is, of course, through worship. So, on the Epiphany of our Lord, January 6, there will 
be a service of healing and renewal at Grace from 7:00 until 7:30 PM. This will be a 
time of cleansing our hearts and minds through confession; of seeking the healing of 
body, mind and spirit; of receiving God’s absolution and blessing; and renewing our 
journey of discipleship as God’s people of faith in this congregation and in our com-
munity. The fact that the service will be brief should not deter us from joining to-
gether in this corporate celebration of God’s bringing together body, mind and spirit 
for both the individual participants and for our church family. Please join us on 
Wednesday evening, January 6. 
 
As I bring this letter to a close I give you, my family of faith, a sincere thank you for 
all of your prayers and well-wishes for me and my family during these twelve days of 
Christmas. We especially thank you for your many cards and thoughtful gifts. Your 
warmth and generosity are greatly appreciated. God bless and keep you throughout 
this new year.

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Sunday school for all ages resumes on Sunday, January 10 with a special activity and pro-
gram to celebrate the arrival of the Wise Men to visit the baby Jesus and to help us kick off a 
new year of education. (There is no Sunday school on Jan. 3) Everyone begins the Sunday 
school hour in their own classroom for a special activity, and then we will all gather in the 
sanctuary for a special program.  The Wise Men will be among our special guests. 
 
Because the Wise Men brought gifts to the baby Jesus, we will have the opportunity to bring 
gifts as well.  Instead of gold, frankincense, and myrrh, however, we will bring toilet paper and 
diapers for the families of PLMFT.  Those items as well as other paper and cleaning products 
cannot be purchased with food stamps, so they are precious items for families today.  Make 
plans to attend, and bring a special gift to honor the birth of the Christ Child and to celebrate 
his love for everyone on earth. 
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North Raleigh Ministries is an ecumenical effort to provide financial and other relief to persons and 
families in need.  Grace Lutheran Church was one of the charter congregations that helped start 
this ministry.  The ministry is funded by donations from individuals and congregations, grants, and 
proceeds from sales from their thrift store.  As one might imagine, requests for assistance have 
grown in recent months. 
 
In addition to providing financial support, GLC provides many volunteers to help support efforts.  
Many individuals have been serving for a number of years, and youth from Grace usually help out 
at various times during the year as well.  Volunteers from Grace are responsible for staffing the food pantry on the first 
and third Wednesdays of each month and for staffing the thrift store on the third Saturday of each month.  (But volun-
teers are welcome all the time) Your help is needed! 
 
During the summer of 2008, Grace youth were told that their efforts to help get donated items displayed on the sales 
floor noticeably helped increase the proceeds from the thrift store.  This volunteering effort is a great way to help out 
when so many are feeling the pinch of these difficult economic times.  Volunteer opportunities range from stocking and 
sharing food in the food pantry to interviewing clients to running the cash register in the thrift store to sorting and clean-
ing items in the back.  If you want to learn more about North Raleigh Ministries, contact Bonnie Torgerson, Nancy 
Grigsby, Betty Wahlstrom, or one of the many faithful volunteers who are currently serving from Grace.  Assistance is 
especially needed on the 1st and 3rd Wednesdays of the month. 
 
And a great big THANK YOU to everyone who is and who has been a vital part of this ecumenical ministry!  God’s love 
and light are shining through you! 

Faith+Life classes resume on Jan. 12.  Faith+Life is the name of Grace’s confirmation pro-
gram that consists of a series of 4 retreats held at Lutheridge (usually for 6 grade students) 
and 2 years of Tuesday evening classes (usually for 7 and 8 grade students) that leads to stu-
dents affirming their baptisms (Confirmation) on Pentecost.  A great big thank you to the spe-
cial adults who make Tuesday evenings the wonderful experiences that they are – Alice 
Steckenrider, Al Mulnick, and Scott Secor. 
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There will be a potluck supper and game night at the church for the Little Luther League on 
Sunday, Jan. 24 from 5:00 – 6:30pm. Everyone should bring a dish to share and a favorite 
game.  Supper is first and then everyone will play games.  Little Luther League is a parent 
participatory group for children preschool through grade 2 and their families.  Its purpose is to 
build relationships among the families of Grace and to help nurture the faith in one another.

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Blessed to be a Blessing 
 
A few days ago while searching for some information on our congregational website; I 
came across the pictures of Grace Lutheran’s Fortieth Anniversary Celebration.  What 
memories they brought to mind.  As I scanned the photos, I remembered how individuals 
at Grace touched my life and supported me over the years.  The faces of our refugee 
families reminded me of the many ways that we have made a difference in people’s lives 
in the greater Raleigh community and beyond.  I marveled at the people I knew as chil-
dren in the 1970s now with their own sons and daughters.  Seeing pictures of our former 
pastors, reminded me of the time that Pastor Duke prayed with me as I lay in the hospital 

bed waiting to undergo cancer surgery at Duke Medical Center.  And my mind returned to a Bible Study led by Pastor 
Tonnesen in which we explored God’s promise to Abraham and discussed how we as heirs to that promise are called 
to be a blessing to others. 
 
I am thankful for my church family and grateful that over forty years ago the leadership of the American Lutheran 
Church (now the Evangelical Lutheran in America) took the challenge to establish Grace as a new mission congrega-
tion.  Without their guidance and financial support Grace Congregation would never have been born. 
 
The monies the ALC provided our young congregation to pay a pastor and finance a place to worship came from the 
benevolence offerings of its already established congregations.  Today the ELCA relies on benevolence contributions 
to support approximately 204 new developing congregations, to aid 159 existing congregations focused on renewal, 
to support 260 missionaries in 50 countries, and to fund special projects in over 90 countries.  In addition, benevo-
lence offerings fund 8 seminaries, 28 colleges and universities, and 187 campus ministries.  These activities repre-
sent only a portion of the mission of the ELCA funded through benevolence.  You can learn more from the website: 
www.elca.org by clicking “Our Faith in Action”.   Throughout the coming year, we’ll explore more diverse ways the 
ELCA and its North Carolina Synod uses member contributions to impact lives through Christ locally and around the 
world. 
 
Grace Congregation, in order to work from a balanced budget based on pledges received, has elected not to fund its 
benevolence contribution to the NC Synod/ELCA through regular offerings in 2010.  Instead, on the first Sunday of 
each month we will be afforded an opportunity to make a special offering designated specifically for benevolence.  I 
know that some of us are already contributing all we can to Christ’s mission at Grace.  But consider this, if each of us 
would contribute just $14 (the equivalent of a couple fast food lunches) monthly, it would enable us to fully fund our 
benevolence apportionment. 
 
We have been blessed to be a blessing.  God has given us so much about which to be thankful.  Let us respond in 
gratitude as we are able, knowing that our contributions to the NC Synod/ELCA join with those from members of 
10,396 other ELCA congregations to show God’s love by touching lives in ways not otherwise possible. 
 
Our prayer could be: Lord, thank you so much for Grace Congregation, its pastors and members.  Help me to grow in 
faith and respond to your love through sacrificial giving.  Take my money and use it to establish new Christian con-
gregations wherever there is a need.  In Jesus Name, Amen.

A successful graduate on what she found most helpfu l during her PLMFT stay:   “The night we spent with the doc-
tor at Life Skills class was fabulous.  I learned so much, and do you know, now that I understand how to treat my grand-
child’s fever, I have not taken him to the emergency room.  I thought I was supposed to do that.  You feel his head, he’s 
burning up, you think, go to the hospital.  That’s how we have always done it.   Now, I do everything the doctor told us.  I 
take his temperature.  I let him sleep.  I don’t worry if he’s not eating.  I give him a lot to drink.  And then I watch the fe-
ver, and see if it’s getting higher or lower, and then the next morning, I figure out if I need to call the doctor.  And usually, 
by then, he’s gotten through it, and he’s doing better.   Yes, that night with the doctor was just great.”
