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One of the joys of being Dean of the Triangle Conference has been that of install-
ing pastors, associates in ministry, and diaconal ministers who have been called 
into the office of ministry into local ELCA congregations. One such occasion was 
last Sunday when I installed Mandy Houghton as Director of Faith Formation at 
Christ The King Lutheran Church in Cary. The reason that I share this with you is 
because of something that the senior pastor said to the congregation at the time of 
the installation. 
 
Pastor Kenneth Ray not only thanked me for being there to participate in the in-
stallation; he also thanked the members of Grace Lutheran Church for sharing 
their pastor with the thirteen congregations in the conference as the need arose. It 
occurred to me as he was speaking that I had never really thanked you, myself, for 
your being so gracious and understanding when I had to be away on a Sunday 
morning for an installation, or away for several days at a time to be at a deans’ 
meeting with the bishop, or for the times that I had to spend away from the office 
to lead conference meetings. I always have reported my activities as dean to the 
Council in my monthly report, but you as a congregation haven’t really been 
aware of those activities unless they have taken me away on a Sunday morning. 
So, belatedly, I thank you and express my deepest appreciation for your tolerance 
of my absences on behalf of the bishop’s office in the Triangle Conference. 
 
You also need to know that when I do have to go to another congregation in the 
capacity as dean of the conference, that congregation reimburses Grace for the 
supply pastor who leads worship at Grace that day. In that way, they share a con-
nection with us as a sister congregation in the work of the synod. In the five years 
that I have been blessed to do this work, I have been impressed by the connections 
that the thirteen congregations in this conference have with one another. It is won-
derful to see the Holy Spirit at work in so many places through gifted and talented 
leaders and committed church members. 
 
The Triangle Conference stretches from Raleigh to Chapel Hill and Durham to the 
west, Garner to the east, and as far as Fuguay-Varina and Camp Agape.   Besides 
congregations, we relate to campus ministries at UNC-Chapel Hill, NC State, 
Duke, and North Carolina Central University. We send congregational voting 
members to a spring meeting every year to prepare for the North Carolina Synod 
Assembly. We share information and resources with mission congregations, such

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as Joy of Discovery. We are fortunate to have Camp Agape within our conference and enjoy a wonderful relation-
ship with the staff there. We benefit from the talents of such people as Dr. Frank Perry, a retired pastor in Chapel 
Hill who is the conference contact for the NC Synod’s Book of Faith Initiative. I could go on and on, but I hope 
that you are beginning to see that Grace Lutheran Church is not alone as a Lutheran voice in this part of the state. 
We are part of a much larger picture, and God calls us to continue to be His voice, hands and feet in the Triangle. 
 
If you would like to know more about the Triangle Conference or my work as dean, please feel free to ask, because 
you are helping to make this ministry possible by sharing me with the synod and with the twelve other congrega-
tions. Again, thank you.

The following is a summary of the actions taken by the Congregation Council during the 
months of January and February, 2010: 
 

· At the annual congregation meeting, the congregation directed the Council to develop 
an appropriation plan for memorial funds and allocate within 6 months.  In keeping with 
this congregation action and in keeping within the wishes of family members, the fol-
lowing memorials funds have been allocated:  Stan Walker, Bill Bonke, Clarence 
Haldy, Marilyn Fulton, and Gunther Herrmann.  Additional memorial funds are being evaluated in keeping with the 
congregation’s direction. 

 

· At the request of the congregation the Executive Committee of the Council is in the process of identifying a real es-
tate agency in Randolph County to help liquidate the Grace Randolph property which was part of the Miller estate. 

 

· The first Sunday of each month has been designated as Benevolence Sunday and donations have been very en-
couraging at this point. 

 

· Allen Kelly and Co. was contracted to replace the air conditioning/heat pump system in the nave.  This work is nearly 
completed with the heating part of the system being used in the church sanctuary. 

 

· A Capital Campaign Committee has been appointed to develop ideas for financing various improvement projects for 
the church.  Look for more information concerning this committee’s work in the future. 

 

· The Council retreat was held January 23rd at St. Mark’s Episcopal Church.  At the retreat the Council considered the 
mission of Grace Lutheran Church, along with the mission of the various committees within the church.  The Council 
is considering reorganizing the committee structure based on five purposes: ministry, discipleship, worship, fellow-
ship, and evangelism.  The goal of this reorganization plan is to be better stewards of our current resources and to 
make our future efforts more efficient and effective.

The entire law is summed up in a single command: “Love your neighbor as yourself.” Gala-
tians 5:14 
  
It was just after dinner on January 13, when our phone rang.  My immediate thought was: 
“Who is trying to sell me something now?  Hadn’t I placed my name on a ‘no call’ list?”   Kathy 
answered it.  The voice on the line said “This is the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America 

International Disaster Response.  Would you be able to participate with us by making a donation for Haiti Earthquake 
Relief?  One hundred percent of your contribution will go directly to helping individuals affected by yesterday’s disastrous 
7.0 earthquake there.”  I was stunned.  It hadn’t been a full twenty four hours since the earthquake and the ELCA was 
already involved with helping Haitians through this unimaginable tragedy.  By the end of January, the ELCA had given 
over 27,000 gifts totaling $4.2 million. 
 

Through its long standing membership with the Action by Churches Together Alliance and in partnership with Lutheran 
World Relief, who has been working in Haiti for over 20 years, the ELCA was able to mount an immediate coordinated 
response to the crisis.  The response included emergency distribution of food, water, sanitation and health programs, 
and shelter.  As crisis response continues, ELCA Disaster Response is also working with LWF to identify areas of long 
term collaboration for post-crisis phase implementation.  Long term activities could include food security and livelihood 
through farming and cash for work programs, community shelters, education and school assistance, training of civil soci-
ety leaders, and disaster preparedness and risk reduction activities through assessments and community training. 
 

Domestically, Lutheran Services Florida continues its work coordinating Creole-speaking volunteers at Sanford Interna-
tional Airport, outside of Orlando, supporting the repatriation of Haitian-Americans into the U.S.  LSF has a roster of over 
60 volunteers, helping to staff operations at the airport in three, eight hour shifts for 24 hours a day.  At the request of 
Florida’s Department of Children and Families, LSF staff in Tampa are assisting family members of Haitian nationals 
arriving with loved ones who have been airlifted to the U.S. to receive specialized medical care.  LSF arranges tempo-
rary lodging and services for their stay.  By the end of January, 65 individuals had been assisted in this way.          
 

The Haitian disaster is far from resolution and the ELCA will be involved for a long time to come.  But this is not the only 
place where the ELCA Disaster Response is serving in Christ’s name.  Currently, the ELCA is responding to an earth-
quake and cyclone in Malawi, to floods and earth slides in El Salvador, widespread flooding in India, a massive tsunami 
in the islands of Samoa, and to a dozen other disasters worldwide.   Here in the U.S., the ELCA has assisted those af-
fected by hurricanes in Louisiana and Texas, and has cared for people impacted by the wildfires in the west.  To learn 
more about these efforts go to www.elca.org/disaster.  
 

Our mission support offerings (benevolence) make it possible for the ELCA to bring God’s comfort, healing and renewal 
to those affected by disaster. When we generously give to mission support we live out our faith showing in a tangible 
way that we love and care about our neighbors wherever they may be.  For me the slogan of the ELCA, “God’s work, our 
hands” tells the story.  
 

From ELCA website: 
 

A prayer for those suffering. 
Loving God, in the communion of Christ, we are joined with the trials and sufferings of all. Be with those who endure the 
effects of the earthquake in Haiti. Protect those in the path of danger. Open the pathway of evacuations. Help loved ones 
find one another in the chaos. Provide assistance to those who need help. Ease the fears of all and make your presence 
known in the stillness of your peace; Through Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. Amen. 
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 During Jesus’ earthly life, colored cloth was very expensive.  Only royalty and wealthy people 
could afford it.  When Jesus was arrested and sentenced to die, the soldiers set about humiliating him 
(see Mark 15:16-20, NRSV).  They found a purple cloak — the color of royalty — and put it on him.  
Then they placed a crown of thorns on Jesus’ head.  “Hail, King of the Jews!” they mockingly cried.  The 
soldiers hit Jesus with a reed and spat on him.  They taunted him and knelt before him, pretending to 
honor him. 
 Despite what he endured, our Lord did end up a King — King of kings and Lord of lords.  
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Dear Sisters in Christ, 
 
 It was a cold, rainy night on Tuesday the 8th; late winter storms were promised, and 
the atmosphere was threatening.  The Sacristy was cold, due to A/C repairs, and we gath-
ered in a circle near the Choir stall where heating was placed.  We thirteen felt like early 
Christians must have felt, meeting where they could.  The subject matter was appropriate, 
preparing for a season of Lent in the most honest, soul-searching way each of us could 
adopt.  We “looked into a mirror”, and as we did so, our thoughts, actions, and inactions 
came to our minds, and in some measure, to our lips.  Reading aloud the words of the Con-

fession of Sin from our own ELW with the others, my impression was that the most important words to me in the whole 
prayer were “apathy” and “indifferent”.  “Not emotionally involved” also came to mind; which led me to “compromise”, and 
“modern standards of behavior”.  Ladies of ELCA, read aloud again the pages we were handed, of the Confession, and 
of Martin Luther’s 95 Theses, which are especially valuable as a measure of how far we have come in our relationship 
with God.  For our modern eyes, numbers 1,36,37, and 43 are ageless, providing the basis for the Lenten program of 
repentance, prayer, and good works we studied Tuesday evening. 
 This next is an appeal from WELCA to the general congregation, especially early service attendees.  Our early 
AM coffee sale organizer is giving up her duties due to retirement and life changes, and needs to hand off her baton to 
fresher hands.  You who would take over would be working with Dorothy Conners, who runs the whole show, and your 
duties would be light, including the setting up of tables, coffee, etc., posters, and gift baskets before early service, selling 
coffee after that service only, closing down for Sunday School, and making sure Dorothy receives the book of records 
and money you were working from.  You would keep a written record of individual inventory (very simple).  You would 
arrive at 7:40AM, not terribly early, and would get to talk to lots of people.  It’s very easy work, and Dorothy and I are 
available for advice.  This is an urgent appeal, as without your help, the coffee sale will have to be reduced by half, which 
cuts down on North Raleigh Ministry’s receipts from WELCA.  An additional note to Late Service attendees, especially 
those who attend Sunday School; you would also be able to fill this position if you would be willing to arrive at church at 
8:30AM to set up everything, sell after the service, attend Sunday school, then proceed to your Late Sunday Service.  
Look into your hearts, coffee lovers.  This is one of our most widely successful and locally beneficial ministries, and it 
would be a pity to see it disappear. 
 Coming attractions:  March 7th, WELCA Coffee Sale.  There will be no April sale, due to holiday scheduling, but 
gift baskets for Easter and Mother’s Day will be available in March.  March 9th is the WELCA meeting, at 7:00PM.  We 
will explore the topic “God Colors Outside the Lines”, a program on God’s Diversity.  God doesn’t always accomplish 
things the way we think He should, and we will learn to do things His way.  I’m looking forward to this one.  We will also 
hold annual elections this month.  Hooray for our leaders, for keeping us moving in the right direction!  Pennies will be 
collected, to benefit “Mountain Women Rising” and “Agape”.  Checks are also acceptable. 
 For those who love retreats, April 9-11 the Spring Retreat at Kure Beach, called “Mary, Woman of Strength, 
Leads Us to the Fountain” will take place.  Contact Evelyn Wood for details.  Also in April, a Quilt and Folk Art Auction, 
benefiting Agape and Kure Beach Ministries.  Any quilters who want to be a part of a quilting project to be donated for 
auctioning off, or who have a handmade quilt they would like to donate (other folk art items are also welcome) please 
contact Evelyn Wood. 
 April 11th is also the date of our annual Taters N’ Talents show, which has become a beloved tradition (thanks to 
Helen Hauser for again stepping up to organize this popular ministry).  You folks who have sat in the bleachers for the 
last few years enjoying the show, watching our talented youngsters grow up and our talented oldsters expanding their 
horizons, look down deep in your hearts to see if there isn’t a dream of performing in front of a loving and forgiving audi-
ence in there somewhere.
